Chapter 1. My village at a glance

Every man has his own Motherland. It`s the place, where a man was born. May be this place is usual and uninteresting for other people, but for us it is the dearest place in the world. There is no place like home.

History of my village began 235  years ago. It was founded  in 1780. The first name of the village was Denis-kul’.The first setters were Chuvash. Later the village was renamed in Efremkino  in honor to first settler Efrem.[2,244]

My village is situated in the central part of Bashkortostan, not far from  Karmaskaly. Neighbour villages are Antonovka, Dmitrievka, Alaygirevo, Korolevka. It is 14 km from the Federal route and 9 km to the railway.   There are 17 streets: Lenin street, Sovetskaya street, Molodyozhnaya street, South street, Vasil’ev street, Nikolaev street and etc.

Founded in 1780, Efremkino  at present has a population of 940 people. Chuvashes, Russians, Bashkirs  and Tatars live here.[Appendix 2]
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Today  Efremkino is  a modern village. Our village is not far away from Ufa and it takes only 1 hour to get to Ufa. Our village has all basic services - a post-office, a secondary school, a hospital, a library and a house of culture. There are also a few shops which sell most of the things you need in our everyday life.There is gas, water, electricity in the houses. The most of the houses are big, new and nice. One side of the village there is  a church. 
There are many interesting and famous people in our village: Veterans of the Great Patriotic War, excellent workers, talanted children.

Chapter 2. Our traditions

The villagers like to work and they  like to rest interesting too. Every year national holidays, such as Maslenitsa, Easter, New Year ,  The warm of pie are  hold in Efremkino. We also celebrate Mother’s Day, Victory Day and others.

As for me my favourite holiday is Maslenitsa.  It is a traditional holiday to say “goodbye” to winter and “hello” to spring. On this day   artists sing age-old songs, chastushkas and organize practical jokes. People take part in different competitions, ride horses and drink hot tea with pancakes not to be frozen. The pancakes are the main attribute of this festival because a pancake is a symbol of the sun. At the end of the we burn scarecrow.  [Appendix 3]

  Easter is also one of my favourite holidays because it`s a family holiday. Every year I and my mum prepare the Easter basket.I like to paint Easter eggs in different colours. It`s very fun. We also go to the church. We go there in the morning .My dad takes the basket and I light the candle and wait till the basket is blessed. After that begins my favourite part of celebration –eating all the provisions from the basket.

         There is one more reason why I like Easter, it`s because only on this day all our relatives gather together and we feel like one big family.

Chapter 3. The sightseeings and the nature of my village

There are a lot of interesting places to visit in our village:   the monument to soldiers in the Great Patriotic War,secondary school of Efremkino, museum,sculpture to Grigoriy Vasil’ev, sculpture to Vladimir Lenin

3.1. Monument to the soldiers in the Great Patriotic War
The Great  Patriotic War was a dramatic page in the history of my village.  Many people of my village took part in it. They were awarded orders and medals. We remember the heroes’ names. By tradition we come to the memorial to commemorate the heroism of our people during the Great  Patriotic War .  Every year we put flowers there. People of my village are very patriotic, hospitable, they are always glad to meet the guests.
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3.2. Sculpture to Grigoriy Vasil’ev

 Many countrymen have glorified our village. But the outstanding personality in our village was Gregory Vasiliev. Gregory Vasiliev (22 September 1897 — 28 January 1943) — Hero of the Soviet Union, Colonel. He commanded the 605-m rifle regiment 232nd infantry division of the 60th army of the Voronezh front.

He was born on 22 of  September,1897 in the village  Efremkino [1,13]. His nationality is Chuvash. He graduated from Efremkino primary school.
Gregory Vasiliev began to serve In the red Army since 1918. He is a participant of the Civil war (1918-1923).  In 1924 he graduated from the military school. In 1929 he participated in the battles on the CER. In 1934 he graduated from the Military Academy named M.Frunze.  Gregory  was always very responsible man. He could always give people moral support and a good advice. In the Great Patriotic War 605 th infantry regiment (232 rifle division, 60th army, Voronezh front)was  under the command of Lieutenant Colonel Gregory Vasilyev.  He participated in the liberation of villages Verhnekamskoe, Apple, Kochetovka in 1943.
 Colonel G. S. Vasiliev died next to the  village Turovo, Voronezh region, 
 in one of the fights in 1943. He was buried in a mass grave near the village of Khokhol, Voronezh region. He had Gold Star Medal of the Hero of the Soviet Union ,The Order of Lenin, The Order of the Red Banner,Medal "20 Years of the Red Army".

In the town Biysk of the Altai territory there is a school and a street, which were named after Gregory Vasiliev [9,78]. He lived several years there. In his homeplace we can see a bust to Gregory Vasiliev [Appendix 4]
3.3. Secondary school

Our school was built in 1968. It   is rather big with sport ground  behind it.The school looks nice and lovely. The classrooms are well-equipped, have computers and  the Internet. We are proud of our school [1].
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Our school also has a museum. It was opened in 1975.  School Museum of History is the main attraction of our school and village. It offers its visitors a lot of interesting excursions and exhibitions. It`s exhibitions tell us about history of our school, veterans of the Great Patriotic war and teachers of our school.  In museum you also can find an interesting material about Grigoriy Vasil’ev  who was the hero of the Great Patriotic war. During your visit you will learn how our village appeared and how many nationalities live here. Moreover, you will learn about their way of life and culture. One of the main museum exhibitions is "Soldiers of the 20th century”. History lessons, meetings, festivals are often held in our museum. Children are always glad to meet you there.

Sport is very important in our life. It is popular among people of all ages because it helps them to keep fit. There are a lot of enthusiasts in our Efremkino  who train themselves in clubs and take part in sport competitions. All sportsmen become healthy and strong. Our school gymnasium invites them.

It goes without saying Efremkino is one of the most wonderful places in the world. 

There is one more important aspect that I love my village. I mean our marvelous nature. It’s majestic with varied landscapes:lakes, the forests surrounding the village, fields and meadows. How beautiful our glorious sunrises and golden sunsets are! There are many rhymes about the nature, the people of my village. The authors say how they love their home place, how they respect people for their everyday work.
We won’t say that everything is perfect in our  village. Our village shares similar problems with other villages and small towns. There aren’t possibilities for getting a well-paid job. Our village is not clean enough. The fields near Efremkino are polluted with litter.

It is necessary to build a good stadium. It is important to build plants and factories to develop our village. For realization of these plans it is very important to have wish, to be active and clever.

1.For the first question   22% of my schoolmates answered correctly. And 78% of persons don’t know about it.  Efremkino was founded in 1780. 

2.The second question was “When was our school founded”? The 7% know that our school was founded in 1992 and 93% don’t know it. We have a school museum. It`s exhibitions tell us about history of our school, village, Heroes of the Great Patriotic war and teachers of our school.


3.The third question was “ How many streets are there in Efremkino?”. The  results : twenty pupils answered that there are 17 streets, 10 pupils don’t know the right answer. 

4.What sightseeing do you know in Efremkino? Here are the answers: the monument to soldiers in the Great Patriotic War,secondary school of Efremkino, museum,sculpture to Grigoriy Vasil’ev, sculpture to Vladimir Lenin

5.So, why do we love our village?75 % people  love our Motherland  for its  beautiful places. Only 15% said - for its people: kind, hard-working, creative, who makes our village beautiful. 20% people like Efremkino, because it is a place where they were born. [Appendix 5]
After questioning  I knew that there  are many  pupils who are  not interested in history of our home place.  I would like to make a project  “My native place is Efremkino” and present it in English to my classmates . I think to know the history  of our village is very important . [Appendix 6]
